6. Teams and Conditions

Event organiser
Ormiston Families is not the organiser of the TCS London Marathon. The event is delivered and managed by London Marathon Events, who are responsible for all race operations, safety and final participant approval.
Application process
· Apply: Applications for a charity place on Team Ormiston Families should be submitted to fundraising@ormistonfamilies.org.uk  no later than 1 July 
· Notification: Our chosen runners will be notified by 12 July.
· Priority: Priority will be given to those runners who can demonstrate their link with Ormiston Families, either as a previous service user, friend or family member of a service user, or a previous supporter.
Entrance fee
· Fee: We are charging a small entrance fee to support our charity with the cost of administering your registration, ensuring 100% of your fundraising goes directly to service delivery. The cost in 2027 is just £20 (compared to the standard £79.99/£49.99 through the ballot process).

· When to pay: The registration fee is only payable if you are offered a space on our team and should be paid within 10 days of the space being offered; our team will send you a payment link.
· Refunds: The registration fee is non-refundable, even if you choose to withdraw from the event.
Minimum age
· All runners must meet the minimum age requirements set by London Marathon Events on race day.
Fundraising expectations
· We ask our London Marathon charity place runners to endeavour to raise £3,000 for Ormiston Families.
· We ask runners to set up an online fundraising page via Enthuse (the official fundraising platform of the London Marathon) or JustGiving within 10 days of accepting their space.
· Our team will check in regularly for progress updates (training and fundraising), and it is a fundraiser’s responsibility to notify us as early as possible of any injuries or other circumstances which prevent them from running so that we can reallocate the space.
Pre-race
· It is the runner’s responsibility to complete all race registration forms on the official race Let’s Do This portal. Our team will send you the relevant links if you are successful in being selected.
· Runners will be required to collect their race packs from the TCS London Marathon Running Show, which typically runs from the Wednesday to Saturday before the event.
Event terms
· All participants must agree to and comply with London Marathon Events’ official terms and conditions.
Photography and publicity
· By joining Team Ormiston Families, you consent to us using non-identifying photos or content from the event for promotional purposes, unless you notify us otherwise.
Disabilities
We welcome applications from runners with a disability. If you are visually impaired or have a medical condition meaning you need a support runner, we can apply for you (subject to details of your health condition, why support is required, and written documentation from a medical professional to support the request).
